Work Description

Electrical line workers study construction

specifications to build and maintain power

lines; they repair and maintain transformers,

meters and energized lines; they operate

vehicles and heavy equipment; and they locate

line trouble, climb poles, use hot-line tools, and

operate and maintain substations.

Application Requirements

Applicants should be 18 years of age and submit an

apprentice and employer application to their Bureau

of Apprenticeship Standards Representative.

Training Period

The Electrical Lineman Apprenticeship consists of

four years of not less than 8,000 hours in which a

minimum of 640 hours is spent in paid-related

instruction. First aid and CPR training are required.

Applicants attend school on a four-year block

program (weekly classes that are staggered

throughout the year). First- and second-year

apprentices attend school at Moraine Park Technical

College. Third- and fourth-year apprentices attend

school at Chippewa Valley Technical College.

Working Conditions

Electrical line workers do most of their work out of

doors and work in inclement weather when repairs

are required. They must often climb poles to get to

the lines that need work, and so they must not have 

a fear of heights. They also require good color vision. 

Tools and Equipment

Electrical line workers generally provide their own

hand tools, and employers provide the larger tools

and equipment.
